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KEEPING HUNGER
DOWN & OUT OF KANSAS

uring our 2010-11 fiscal year your Food Bank was challenged by the

largest demand for food in its history. It came at a time when the nation’s
faltering economy remained fragile and uncertain. Fortunately, we were able to
meet the challenge with more than 10 million pounds of food, a new KFB
record for a single year by a margin of more than a million pounds. It was an
amount that fully covered the needs of the Food Bank's Hunger Relief and
Hungry Child Outreach programs. And even though a small decrease in
support funding was experienced, the Food Bank’s overall performance
remained strong and positive throughout the year.

During the year we provided more hunger relief to more needful Kansans
through more distribution outlets in more locations than ever before. While the
scope and size of our work product rose significantly in 2010-11, so did our
ongoing efforts to improve and expand the efficiency and capacity of our
present systems.

During 2010-11 an impressive number of new agencies, new communities
and new counties were added to the HungerCare coverage provided at the
beginning of this fiscal year. All this extended the overall distance of Hunger
Relief Outreach, increased the locations of drop-off sites and decreased the
distance from pickup to distribution for those agencies we serve.

2010-11 is now the most productive KFB year on record and a significant
contribution toward reducing the number of men, women and children who
suffer from hunger in Kansas has been made. And the potential for ending it
remains a goal within our reach.
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FILLING HUNGERGAPS
IN, OUT, AND ALL AROUND

uring fiscal year 2010-11, our hunger relief efforts filled HungerGaps

left by missed meals all over our 85 county service area. Food to restore
the missing meals came from the total of 10.3 million pounds of food
collected, purchased and distributed by KFB in 2010-11.

The dominant share of pounds were distributed in the heavily urban
population of Wichita, as well as in some of the more urbanized counties
surrounding Sedgwick County.

While the KFB tools, facilities and human energy of the previous fiscal
year were virtually the same, our hunger relief outreach proved to be up to
the task of distributing the largest share of the largest amount of Hunger-
Care supplies ever made available in a single year.

Another aspect of the 2010-11 challenge was the extraordinary diversity
of it. Programs to cover the multi-faceted needs of different groups included
those targeted to impoverished seniors, the homeless, food-insecure urban
families and their children, laid-off workers, the ill and the chronically under
employed.

Fortunate factors in our ability to absorb the challenging growth of this
fiscal year is our ability to supply it with both maximum efficiency and
strong cost-effectiveness provided by the iconic KFB Cargill Cares Complex,
the centrally located facility right where it can be of greatest service to the
Kansas Food Bank’s 85 county service area.

Another factor that is the most essential is our Hunger Relief partners who
go the extra mile in the distribution of hunger-relief supplies through a mostly
volunteer driven network, to those in the greatest need of a helping hand.

Other factors include our Senior Box program, which fills the hunger
gap left behind by existing nutritional programs for impoverished seniors,
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and the Laid Off Workers support program, which has long been a
generous and reliable source of emergency hunger relief during present and
past economic declines.

At the same time, throughout our 2010-11 fiscal year, our Hunger
Relief Outreach also included participation and leadership resources in
support of hunger-relief promotion and development by other groups. 2010-
11 efforts included assistance in promoting the Federal Summer Nutrition
Program in Wichita as well as supplying shelf-stable meals to fill the gap
between the time when the summer feeding program ended and when school
began in the fall. In addition, the KFB participated in a pilot program in
three school districts providing weekend backpacks during the summer break.

In all ways possible, our Hunger Relief Outreach in 2010-11 proved to
be a very good way to keep hunger down and out of Kansas.

During 2010-11 our own KFB fleet of seven trucks and six vans
registered hundreds of thousands of miles in supplying HungerCare
for our 85-county service area.
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BEGINS WHEN
SCHOOL MEALS END

uring the 2010-11 school year, elementary and middle school students

who have been identified as being chronically hungry on weekends were
given packets of highly nutritious nonperishable ready-to-eat food to be
carried home in their backpacks at the end of classes every Friday—when
school meals end and our Food 4 Kids program begins. In full force.

As a key part of that Outreach, our Food 4 Kids Backpack program has
extended furnished food opportunities for the most needful and vulnerable
children in schools. In so doing, it has become a reliable remedy for
weekend hunger among food insecure children from kindergarten through
middle school. Filling in weekend Hunger Gaps with packets of food has also
allowed them to return to class on Monday, to a full learning day by
restoring about 20% of the school week's potential for the most needful and
most at risk kids in class.

Kansas children as young as
kindergarten age assemble
packets of food for kids at risk
of hunger on weekends after
school-furnished meals end on
Friday. Other generous volun-
teers come in all ages and from
all walks of life. And young and
old alike give disadvantaged
e Kansas kids a better chance to
excel in school and in life.
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On all accounts, our Food 4 Kids Backpack program has become the most
reliable and useful and appropriate method for limiting hunger blocking the
learning process of an increasing number of Kansas elementary and middle
school children. Throughout its history, the Food 4 Kids program has been the
subject of ongoing improvement efforts, carried over from one year to the
next, one year at a time.

Today, a consortium of school principals, teachers, staff professionals and
Food Bank personnel continue to be engaged in cooperative efforts to make
each participating school as responsive as possible to the needs of those most
in need of the Food 4 Kids for Backpack program.

During the 2010-11 year, the program continued to increase in the
number of Backpack schools. By the end of this fiscal year, about 6,000
elementary and middle school students from 351 schools were benefitting
from a program that distributed more than 184,000 packets filled with
weekend hunger relief. A good year's work for a simple, straightforward
program feeding hungry children.

KIDS KITCHEN PROGRAM

In addition to an evening meal every day all year long, children who come
to a Boys and Girls club have the opportunity to learn how to take
better care of themselves so they will be better prepared to excel in school and
in life. During this fiscal year, KFB has provided food to prepare 72,000 meals.
These Kids Kitchens are located in both north and south locations of
economically challenged sections of Wichita. On average, 250 to 300 meals
are prepared every day in the Kids Kitchens.

« taying strong, moving along” are the best words to express our 2011

fiscal year. They clearly reflect the wisdom of preparing for the future
while taking good care of the present; a strategy that allows your Food Bank
to spend a huge amount of strength in one year and have even more
available to move along in the next.

For the last several years, we have grown accustomed to posting new
record gains in the amount of food distributed one year after another,
usually by a margin of a million pounds or so. Our success in such a
challenging economic environment was achieved principally because we need
to, we can, and it's the right thing to do.

Other factors include the motivation to make fullest use of our KFB
Cargill Cares Complex, a high visibility system-wide distribution center for
our 85-county service area. This unique facility calls attention to the
commanding role of KFB in the ongoing battle to make food insecurity and
hunger as rare as possible in our state. It is also a positive factor in attracting
increased numbers of volunteers to handle the growing needs of our
indispensible support group.

During 2010-11, the size and efficiency of our KFB distribution center,
the power of our support groups and the dedication, skill and experience of
our own small and compact employee team inspired us to provide more food
for more meals for more hunger-stressed Kansans than ever before. All the
while, each of our major outreach programs continued to remain
exceptionally productive and relevant, providing help where help was most
urgently needed.

I am pleased to report that the overall outcome of our 2010-11 year
allowed us to maintain a consistent and workable balance between supply

and demand of our food for hunger-relief. Even though daily demand
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continued to increase all during the year, 2010-11 was the most productive
in our history and the factors that made it so are certain to create yet
another record.

We wish to express our profound gratitude for all the support and
encouragement received from all who helped make it happen.
